-ORDINANCE 2024-15-Public Hearing/Final Adoption

This Ordinance shall take effect 10 days after publication on August 18, 2024.

AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $285,000.00 FROM THE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT FUND,
FOR CHILLER REPLACEMENT AT THE RRCC BUILDING LOCATED AT 910 MILFORD-
WARREN GLEN ROAD, MILFORD, NJ, IN THE TOWNSHIP OF HOLLAND, COUNTY OF

HUNTERDON, STATE OF NEW JERSEY IN THE CAPITAL FUND FOR SUCH PURPOSE AND

APPROXIMATELY $325,359.72 FROM JCP&L DIRECT INSTALL PROGRAM

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Township Committee of the Township of Holland, in the County
of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION ONE:

The funding for the Chiller Replacement for the RRCC Building
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910 Milford-Warren Glen Road, Milford, NJ is hereby authorized, and the cost is
not to exceed $610,359.72 which sum is hereby appropriated for such purposes.

SECTION TWO:  The sum of $285,000 is hereby appropriated from the Capital Improvement Fund
and $325,359.72 from JCP&L Direct Install Program.

SECTION THREE: The period of usefulness of the equipment defined by N.J.S.A. 40A:2-22, is at
least 5 years.

SECTION FOUR: The capital budget of the Township is hereby amended to conform
with the provisions of this Ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith.
The resolution in the form promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full
detail of the amended capital budget and capital program as approved by the
Director, Division of Local Government Services, Department of Community
Affairs, State of New Jersey is on file with the Township Clerk and is available
for public inspection.

SECTION FIVE:  The gross debt of the Township of Holland, as defined by N.J.S.A. 40A:2-43 will
not be increased by this ordinance.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that this Ordinance shall take effect 10 days after publication,
following final adoption, as provided by law.

WHEREAS, the members of the governing body have personally reviewed as a minimum the Annual
Report of Audit, and specifically the sections of the Annual Audit entitled “Comments and
Recommendations, as evidenced by the group affidavit form of the governing body attached hereto;
and,
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WHEREAS, such resolution of certification shall be adopted by the Governing Body no later than
forty-five days after the receipt of the annual audit, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:30-6.5; and,

WHEREAS, all members of the governing body have received and have familiarized themselves with,
at least, the minimum requirements of the Local Finance Board of the State of New Jersey, as stated
aforesaid and have subscribed to the affidavit, as provided by the Local Finance Board, and

WHEREAS, failure to comply with the regulations of the Local Finance Board of the State of New
Jersey may subject the members of the local governing body to the penalty provisions of R.S. 52:27BB-
52, to wit: R.S. 52:27BB-52: A local officer or member of a local governing body who, after a date
fixed for compliance, fails or refuses to obey an order of the director (Director of Local Government
Services), under the provisions of this Article, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction,
may be fined not more than one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) or imprisoned for not more than one year,
or both, in addition shall forfeit his office.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Township Committee of the Township of
Holland, County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey, hereby states that it has complied with N.J.A.C.
5:30-6.5 and does hereby submit a certified copy of this resolution and the required affidavit to said

Approving the Re-Appointment of Bianca Watkins as
Interim Municipal Court Administrator

WHEREAS, on January 1, 2021, Holland Township entered into a Shared Service Agreement with
Raritan Township; and

WHEREAS, Bianca Watkins was appointed by the Township of Raritan as Interim Municipal Court
Administrator on July 22, 2022; and

WHEREAS, Regulation 6.1 of the Municipal Court Administrator Certification Board and
Certification Process (M.C.A.C.B. Reg. 6.1) allows a non-certified Municipal Court Administrator to
obtain conditional accreditation after successfully completing Phase I and Phase II of the three Phases
of the Municipal Court Administrator Certification process; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 2b:12-11(e) the Township Committee can appoint an individual with
conditional accreditation as a Municipal Court Administrator on an interim basis, for a period not to
exceed one year from the date of appointment; and

WHEREAS, the Statute further states: “Any person so appointed may, in consultation with the judge
of the municipal court, be reappointed as municipal court administrator on an interim basis, for two
subsequent one-year terms. The municipal court administrator appointed on an interim basis may be
reappointed for a fourth, and, if necessary, a fifth additional one-year term, provided the municipal
court administrator is currently enrolled in the Certification program and needs additional time to
complete that program;” and

WHEREAS, Bianca Watkins has successfully completed Phase I and Phase II of the Municipal Court
Administrator Certification process and has received conditional accreditation; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Watkins has demonstrated her skills, aptitude, and competence as the interim
Municipal Court Administrator over the past year; and

WHEREAS, the Township Administrator of Raritan and the Municipal Court Judge recommend the
reappointment of Ms. Watkins for a third term; and

WHEREAS, the Township Committee finds it to be in the best interest of the Township and the
Municipal Court to reappoint Bianca Watkins as the Interim Municipal Court Administrator for a third
one-year term effective July 21, 2024 and ending on July 21, 2025.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of Holland,
in the County of Hunterdon and New Jersey, as follows:

e The appointment as noted is hereby confirmed.

WHEREAS, the Hunterdon County Open Space, Farmland & Historic

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WHEREAS, the governing body has reviewed the Municipal Park and Recreation
Grant Program application and instructions, and desires to make an application for
such a matching grant and provide application information and furnish such
documents as may be required; and,

WHEREAS, the County of Hunterdon shall determine whether the application is
complete and in conformance with the scope and intent of the Municipal Park and
Recreation Grant Program and the Hunterdon County Open Space Trust Fund; and,

WHEREAS, the applicant is willing to use the County Open Space Trust Fund in
accordance with such rules, regulations and applicable statutes, and is willing to
enter into an agreement with the County of Hunterdon for the above named project
and ensure its completion on or about the project contract expiration date.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township of Holland:

1. That it is hereby authorized to submit the above completed project application
to the County by the deadline of September 20, 2024, as established by the
County; and,

2. That, in the event of a County Trust Fund award that may be less than the grant
amount requested above, Holland Township has, or will secure, the balance of
funding necessary to complete the project, or modify the project as necessary;

5. That Holland Township agrees to comply with all applicable federal, state, and
local laws, rules, and regulations in its performance of the project; and,

6. That this resolution shall take effect immediately.

CLASS III SPECIAL LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER, ALAN DiESSO

WHEREAS, the Township of Holland (“Township”’) wishes to amend Resolution No. 2023-04-
18, appointing Alan DiEsso as a Class III Special Law Enforcement Officer, adopted April 18, 2023;
and

WHEREAS, the Class III Special Law Enforcement Officer position shall be compensated at a
rate of $35 per hour for the 2024-2025 school year from August 28, 2024 through December 31, 2024.
The compensation rate will be increased to $40 per hour for January 1, 2025 through June 30, 2025,
based on the stated total compensation listed in Shared Services Agreement for Class III Special Law
Enforcement Officers dated 30" day of June 2024; and

WHEREAS, the Chief Financial Officer has determined that there are sufficient funds available
in the General Operations Municipal budget to pay for this employee; and

WHEREAS, all other terms and conditions of employment relating to this hire shall be as set
forth in the Shared Services Agreement and any subsequent agreements made between the Holland
Township Board of Education and the Township of Holland.
